Pro-Lifers Sue Connecticut State Police

Suit alleges police discrimination over truck with photographs of aborted 

babies. 

Two pro-lifers who were allegedly kicked out of Connecticut over the 

photographs on the side of their truck say they'll take the state police to 

court. 

They call it a "truth truck": The sides are plastered with images of aborted 

babies. Connecticut State Police got several calls about it and a trooper 

pulled it over on I-95. The driver was taken to the back of the truck. 

Michael Marcavage got out with his video camera, but was quickly ordered 

several times to get back in. 

"As I was backing up to the passenger side door, one of the officers, the 

officer that pulled us over, jumped over the guardrail and put handcuffs on 

me," Marcavage said. 

State Police Sgt. J. Paul Vance denied the photos were the reason for the 

stop. He said it was their speed — or lack of it. 

"The issue here is the slow speed of the vehicle," he said. "Nothing else 

regarding the vehicle is the issue." 

Marcavage was arrested and charged with interference with a police officer 

and "reckless use of a highway by a pedestrian." 

"The subject was taken into custody in a professional manner, he was 

processed according to State Police protocol," Vance said. 

But Marcavage tells a different story. He says the driver was told to take 

the truck out of Connecticut . 

"The officer continued to mock me, and was making statements that I'm 

a 'Jesus freak,' I'm a ‘wing-nut,' 'brainwashed,' an 'extremist,' " the pro-

lifer said. 

Attorney Brian Fahling of the American Family Association represents 

Marcavage. 

"These particular photos are difficult to look at, and I understand that," 

he said, "but the state can't make those kinds of distinctions." 

Fahling said a suit will be filed claiming a civil rights violation, false 

arrest and false imprisonment.
